Horizon League) avenged one
of their two losses this season
with a rout of the Flames (9-14,
4-5) in Indianapolis. 

The Bulldogs, reaching 20
victories in the fewest number
of games in school history, hit
their first five field goals, all
three-pointers by five players,
took a 39-16 lead at halftime,
built it to as many as 33 points
in the second half and coasted
the rest of the way. 

No. 6 Kansas 76, Nebraska

due 55: Star Allen had ca-
reer-highs of 21 points and 13
rebounds as the Buckeyes
(19-1, 8-0 Big Ten) beat the
Boilermakers (19-4, 8-1) in
West Lafayette, Ind., to take
sole possession of first place in
the Big Ten. 

It was the only meeting
scheduled between the rivals

this season. Ohio State beat
Purdue 63-60 in the Big Ten
tournament championship
game last season. 

Ohio State won its 12th
game in a row and handed
Purdue its first home loss. 

No. 1 Duke 75, Virginia Tech
65: In Durham, N.C., Abby
Waner scored 18 points to lead
the Blue Devils (22-0, 7-0 At-
lantic Coast Conference) to
their 22nd consecutive victory. 

Brittany Cook scored 18
points, Kirby Copeland added
17 and Nare Diawara had 11 for
the Hokies (14-9, 4-4).
